‘Echoes’ is an international summit that brings together award-winning filmmakers, writers, world-renowned
scientists, environmentalists, entrepreneurs and opinion leaders over five days. The programme consists

of documentary screenings, Q&A’s, panel talks, presentations and workshops, concluding with an annual
sustainability summit. By assembling the knowledge, resources and communicators together in the same lo-
cation, we aim to “fast-track” projects and amplify international awareness about ways to make a profoundly
positive impact.

Our local aim is to bring immediate environmental change to the Aegean region. This year’s focus is plastic
and marine conservation. We will harness the assembled knowledge to launch a real-time project in Paros at
the end of the festival. The festival is also “walking its talk” - with the target of offsetting 100% of our carbon
footprint by 2022.
